Once at the border on October 11th at
7:00 am, the person must present all
documentation (resident or U.S citizen ID 
prepaid temporary import permit and
inventory) to the authority. The
temporary permit must be available at
all times in case of subsequent
inspections.

Note: One person is allowed to import 
only one vehicle. 

The permit is valid for six months, and
the cost varies depending on the
model and year of each vehicle. For
specific information, please visit this
site. 

This permit must be presented at the
border along with the vehicle registration 
and a valid passport or U.S.
citizen/resident ID.
